Important details:  
The online application is binding. If you have any questions you should see us during 
our office hours or contact us via E-mail. Please note that you need to submit both the 
online as well as the written application until the application process is closed. You 
can find the application deadline on our webpage.    
We are offering a flexible application where you can choose up to three of the coun-
tries (or universities). This gives you the opportunity to select your favorite university, 
while remaining flexible by selecting multiple alternatives to maximize your chance of 
getting into the program. We strongly recommend that you fill in all three countries 
(universities) of your preference in your application.  
With your application you commit yourself to send us a field report (Erfahrungsber-
icht) by e-mail - either during your stay abroad or upon your return to Mainz at the 
latest.  
Your personal information will be handled confidentially and will only be used in the 
application process.   
 
To register online, complete the following steps:  
1. Go to: http://erasmus.wiwi.uni-mainz.de/760.php 
2. Insert your ZDV user name and password and click “Authentifizieren”. 

 
3. The time of your stay abroad (Zeitpunkt des Auslandsaufenthalts) and your name 
(Name) will be filled in automatically.  
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4. Please fill in your date of birth.  
5. Your student mail address will be filled in automatically. 
6. Please indicate your citizenship and note that no proof is required for the application.  
7. Choose your current field of study (Studienfach). MIEPP students should pick “Master International Eco-
nomics & Public Policy (MIEPP)”. 

 
 
8. Fill in your country (university) preferences (Länderpräferenz) from 1 to 3 with 1 being your most pre-
ferred choice. Students enrolled in the MIEPP/Master of Management programs: Please make sure that 
your preferred university offers courses for master students. You can check this under 
http://erasmus.wiwi.uni-mainz.de/69.php.
